Humans have been the biggest threats to our kea -
farmers invaded their habitat to make room for sheep
and later killed 150,000 parrofs. Luckily these unique birds
are now protected. Only an estimated 1-5,000 birds exist.

» Do not feed them
- human food can
make them sick
